Word of the Day: Respect
Example: Paying attention when your friends talk to you is a sign that you respect their opinion.
1. Help your child generate a list of things that start with the /Ff/. Allow them to pick one item and draw a picture of it. Label the picture and hang it on the refrigerator.
2. Have your child discuss their friends at school and what they like to do together.
Tuesday







Word of the Day: Gorgeous
Example: Your art work is gorgeous! Keep up the good work.
1. Have your child sequence their day at school. (I.E.: first we eat breakfast, then we play in centers, next we go to enrichment, etc…)
2. Show your child pictures of them when they were and baby. Discuss the pictures and memories from that time period.
Wednesday






Word of the Day: Similar
Example: Twins often look so similar that it is hard to tell them apart.
1. Exercise to your child’s favorite song.

2. Practice numeral recognition 0-10. (Use flash cards & show them out of order).

3. Have your child practice naming the letters and sounds in their name.

Thursday







Word of the Day: Gentle
Example: Babies are very fragile; you must be gentle when handling them. 
1. Have your child discuss their field trip to Jubilee Zoo. Ask them what their favorite part of the trip was; what animals did they see; etc…
2. Have your child recite the days of the week. Discuss their order (I.E.: Have them start on random days. I.E. Say the days of the week, start on Tuesday, Child will say, Tuesday, Wednesday etc….

Word of the Day: Tradition
Example: Thanksgiving is traditional celebrated on a Thursday.
1. Read a book together.  Have your child retell the story to you.
2. Have your child practice doing and undoing their belts.
