Word of the Day: Gently
Example: We hold babies gently so we don’t hurt them.  
1. What is our letter of the week? What sound does it make? Draw a picture of something that starts with a letter /Aa/.
2. Have your child find three red objects in your home. Can you find two circles at home?
3. Have your child practice opening and closing their belt.

Word of the Day: Promise
Example: A promise means you say you will do something.
1. How many body parts do you only have one of? (Nose, head, neck, stomach, chest, mouth, etc....)
2. Write your child’s name for them. Have them point to the capital letter. What is the capital letter in your name? How many letters are in your name?

Word of the Day: Pattern
Example: Patterns can be shapes, colors, sizes or sounds that repeat over & over.
1. Have your child tell you the months of the year.
2. Give your child some pennies and nickels. Have them make an AB pattern with the change. (Penny, nickel, penny, nickel, etc...)

Word of the Day: Secret
Example: A secret is something you don’t want many people to know.
1. Today we cut with scissors. Ask your child to tell you the rules of using scissors. Practice cutting at home with scissors.

2.  Give your child a handful of objects to sort  by color. (fruit loops, buttons, legos, toys, crayons, etc…)

Word of the Day: Repeat
Example: Patterns repeat. Something repeats if it occurs over and over again.
1. Read a book together. Discuss the pictures. Ask why do you think…? Questions.
2. Give your child a book or magazine. Have them find letter /Aa/’s. Can you find an upper or lowercase /A/.
