Example: Please be patient and wait your turn to get a drink of water.
1. Find and count four rectangles in your house. (Doors, windows, blocks, etc…)
2. Have your child identify the letters in their name. Have them identify the capital letter in their name.

Word of the Day: Participate
Example: Participate in class and you will acquire more knowledge.
1. Review letters and sounds:  What sounds do the letters /A/, /B/, /C/ & /D/ make?
2. Discuss healthy and unhealthy foods.  What are healthy foods?  Why is it important to eat healthy? (We talked about milk, fruits, vegetables, and meat.  Eating healthy helps our bodies stay fit and gives us energy.)
