Monday








The word for today is demolish.

1. Have your child discuss their childhood thus for. (Tell them stories about when they were a baby, what made you laugh, cry, etc…)

2.  Ask your child to name 5 things that start with the letter /Dd/. Have them pick 1 item and draw a picture of it.
3. Review the numbers 0-9. Have your child identify the numbers randomly on the telephone.
Tuesday








The word for today is hydrate.    
Example: You should hydrate after exercising to prevent getting sick.
1. Discuss the members of your family (mother, brother/sisters, grandparents, etc…)

2. Have your child name 3 thing s that are living and 3 thing that are not living (I.E.: non-living: books; living: dogs)

3. Have your child discuss the sequence of our day (First they play in center, go to enrichment, calendar time, etc…)
Wednesday








The word for today is nutrition.  
Example: Eating lots of fresh fruits and vegetables is very nutritious and good for you.
1. Exercise to your child’s favorite song.
2. Have your child say the letters and each sound in their name.
3. Have your child practice zipping and unzipping their pants and jacket.

Thursday 







The word for today is responsibility.  
Example: It is my responsibility to clean my room when I am done playing with my toys.

1. Ask your child to tell about brushing teeth. What happens first, next, last?

2. Discuss family members in your family and their names. (Aunts, cousins, nephews, etc…)

3. Get 6 pairs of socks & mix them up in a pile. Get your child to put the socks that belong together, together. 
Friday 







The word for today is dim.  
Example: Our classroom was very dim because a few of the lights were blown out.
1. Show your child a picture. Take it away and ask him/her to tell you what he/she saw.

2. Read to your child. Ask your child to name the characters in the story. Where did the story happen?
